To the Educators of the Olde English Consortium,

On behalf of the Board of Directors of the Olde English Consortium (OEC), I would like to thank everyone who was involved in planning, coordinating, and hosting the seven consortium professional development conferences held on Monday, October 10, 2011.

The Olde English Consortium (OEC) is a 501-C-3, non-profit, educational collaborative seeking to promote excellence in education through collaboration. Founded in 1976, the OEC’s members include the Cherokee, Chester, Clover, Fairfield, Lancaster, and York school districts, as well as the University of South Carolina Lancaster. A goal of the OEC is to bring all educational stakeholders together to improve education throughout the region. The consortium serves approximately 70,000 students, approximately 7,000 educators, and thousands of our region’s honorable citizens. The focus of the consortium is on student academic achievement - sharing resources among districts in order to improve the quality of teaching & learning in public school classrooms. In order to accomplish this objective, each year, the OEC sponsors, organizes, and implements a system of approximately 20 committees of educators who are organized to facilitate communication & networking, professional development opportunities, and annual objectives of the OEC Board of Directors.

Although each OEC member school district has its own unique school calendar, all members agree to set aside the second Monday in October each year… for a common day of professional development. All school districts offer quality professional development for educators as a part of their regular, ongoing district staff development days; however, often there are small groups of educators in each district whose numbers are so small that it’s not cost-efficient to serve them directly, in-house. Consequently, the OEC Board of Directors (superintendents) has created special consortium professional development activities for certain groups of educators each year. 

Thanks to your leadership and support, on October 10, 2011, the OEC was able to provide a superb set of unique activities, networking, and professional development for all educators in the following areas: Assistant Principals, ESOL, Fine Arts, Guidance & Career Development, Library/Media, Physical Education, and World Languages. 

On October 10th of 2011, each of the seven OEC conferences began with morning refreshments and registration from 8:30 – 9:00 am, followed by an opening general session. Throughout the day, educators selected from numerous concurrent sessions - designed by their colleagues - to meet their unique professional development needs. Lunch was provided on-site, with the day concluding at 2:00 pm.  In order to facilitate unique travel cost issues, the OEC congregated the seven conferences in three central OEC cities: Clover, Winnsboro, and York. The locations of the seven OEC conferences were as follows:
· Assistant Principals’ Conference: Fairfield Central High School, Winnsboro, SC
· ESOL Conference: York School District Office, York, SC
· Fine Arts Conference: Oakridge Middle School, Clover, SC
· Guidance/CDF Conference: Oakridge Middle School, Clover, SC
· Library/Media Conference: Clover Middle School, Clover, SC
· Physical Education Conference: York Comprehensive High School, York, SC
· World Languages Conference: Fairfield Central High School, Winnsboro, SC

Each of the seven conferences was evaluated and the results are included in this publication. Each chapter focuses on a separate professional development conference and includes the conference agenda, evaluation data results & comments, and the conference attendance report. 

This day would not have been possible without the vision and support of our OEC superintendents (Board), assistant superintendents (Coordinating Committee), principals, and all other school/district staff. But, perhaps most importantly, these conferences would not have been such a grand success without the tireless work and dedication of each of the seven OEC conference planning committees (also listed in this publication). Each committee member represented all of their specialty-area colleagues and worked for ten months – surveying educator needs, proposing and planning staff development activities to meet these needs, acquiring speakers, and implementing the entire day-long event. Additionally, I would like to thank our OEC Program Coordinator, Michelle Began, who guided and assisted these committees through the planning/implementation process. On behalf of the Board, I would like to thank these individuals who, without them, none of this would have been possible.
