Constitution and By Laws of
The Clover Teacher Forum

Constitution

Article I

The organization shall be called the Clover Teacher Forum.
Article II

The purpose of the Clover Teacher Forum is to give recognition to the school and district teachers of the year, to develop teacher leadership among this outstanding group, to give teachers a voice in educational issues that face teachers today at all levels, and to impact the professional development of other teachers by encouraging its members to facilitate the development of leadership skills among their peers. The Clover Teacher Forum serves as a resource in supporting programs that assist efforts to retain the best and brightest teachers in the classrooms of Clover.

Article III

1. The Clover Teacher Forum membership is made up of the current year’s school and district teachers of the year along with the previous year’s District Teacher of the Year.  Prior Clover School District Teachers of the Year are invited to participate in the forum as a non voting member.

2. The chairperson of the Clover Teacher Forum shall be the previous year’s Clover School District Teacher of the Year.
3. In the event of a resignation from the Clover Teacher Forum, the principal shall appoint an individual to fill the position.

Article IV

The constitution may be amended by the Clover Teacher Forum through a majority vote of the total Clover Teacher Forum membership present at official meetings, provided all members have been notified ten days in advance of the date of the meeting that a constitutional amendment is to be offered. Any amendment from the floor must be submitted in writing to the Clover Teacher Forum.

By Laws

Article I

The Clover Teacher Forum shall meet at such times as decided by the Clover Teacher Forum chairperson.

Article II

Membership in the Clover Teacher Forum is provided to the current year’s school and district teachers of the year. Membership will rotate on a yearly cycle.

Article III

A quorum of the Clover Teacher Forum shall be a simple majority of its members.

Article IV

The chairperson of the Clover Teacher Forum may constitute or dissolve such standing and temporary committees as he or she deems necessary, with the majority support of the Clover Teacher Forum. The Chairperson shall name committee chairpersons once the Clover Teacher Forum has approved their creation. 

Article V

The by-laws may be amended by a majority vote of the Clover Teacher Forum provided all members have been notified ten days in advance of the date of the meeting that an amendment is to be offered.

Article VI

Clover Teacher Forum members shall be responsible for planning and carrying out annual activities. The chairperson shall be responsible for arranging the activities of the Clover Teacher Forum, constituting and dissolving any standing or temporary committees, mentoring and advising, and coordinating the Clover Teacher Forum activities. A chosen Clover Teacher Forum member will serve as recorder for the meetings.
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
